• Portfolio (required for Art Education; optional for Interior Design, Exhibition Design, and Art and the Book)

• Letters of recommendation (three letters required for Decorative Arts, Art Education; two letters required  
  for Exhibition Design, Art and the Book, and Interior Design)

• Certification or praxis test results (required for MAT)
